Mounting Kit Installation Instructions

1. VEHICLE PREPARATION
(1a.) Remove and store the eight vertical original equipment
bolts and nuts that attach the front cross member to the
driver’s and passenger’s side frame rail just behind the front
bumper.
(1b.) Remove and store the four vertical original equip-
ment bolts that attach the rear cast steel motor mounts to
the frame rails. Save all the original equipment parts and
fasteners for possible reinstallation if the plow mounting is
removed.
All fasteners should remain loose or
NOTE "finger tight" until all components have
been attached to vehicle or installation
instructions specify tightening.

We strongly recommend using removable

IMPORTANT thread locking adhesive on all mounting
fasteners in vehicles for heavy duty,
commercial use.

If the plow mounting frame (1) is ever

NOTE removed from the vehicle, all the original
equipment fasteners must be reinstalled
before the vehicle is put back into service.

2. FRONT HANGERS

(2a.) Place the driver’s side front hanger (3) onto the bottom
surface of the driver’s side frame rail just behind the front
bumper with the four holes of the top plate lined up with the
holes that bolts and nuts were removed from previously.
Fasten loosely to the frame rail and front cross member
using four 12mm x 1.75mm x 50mm bolts (5), eight
12mm flat washers (6), and four 12mm x 1.75mm lock
nuts (8).

(2b.) Install and loosely fasten the passenger’s side front hanger
(2) in the same sequence and with the same number and
type of fasteners.

3. MOUNTING FRAME

(3a.) Lift the mounting frame (1) up between the frame rails
under the front of the vehicle with the two holes in each
front bolting bracket lined up with the holes in the bottom
plate of each of the front hangers (2), (3). Fasten loosely
using four 5/8"-11 x 1-1/2" bolts (9), four 5/8" lock washers
(11), and four 5/8"-11 nuts (10).

(3b.) Line up the holes in each rear frame plate of the mounting
frame (1) with the two threaded holes in each frame rail at
the cast steel rear motor mounts. Fasten the rear frame
plates using four 12mm x 1.75mm x 60mm bolts (4), four
12mm flat washers (7), and four 12mm lock washers.
Tighten all fasteners fully starting with the 12mm-1.75mm
bolts (4), (5) and nuts (8).

4. FINAL ADJUSTMENT AND INSPECTION
Inspect the mounting attachment bolts to be certain that
they are all in place and that they are all tight.

5. OPTIONAL PLUG MOUNT BRACKET INSTALL

Install the Plug Mount Bracket if the

NOTE harness will be mounted on the frame kit,
otherwise, the harness may be routed
through the grill, bumper, etc.

Using (2) 10-32 x 3/4" hex bolts and nylon locknuts, fasten
the Plug Mount Bracket to the Plug Mount Bracket Mounting
Tab located on the drivers side of the frame kit receiver.

The included 8-32 hardware is used for mounting the hi-
amp battery leads to the Plug Mount Bracket, if used.
